• Block Exams are an opportunity to schedule, sit and complete examinations, practical workshops/components and other 
session types as required. 

• Block Exams also offer the opportunity for VET Competency Catch-Up and Study Rooms. 
• Normal timetabled classes are ‘suspended’ during a Block Exam Period; replaced with a Block Exam Timetable.  
• Students are required to attend all scheduled Block Exam Sessions and are only permitted to ‘Study @ Home’ if they 

have Nil. Work Owing from their subjects and have returned signed permissions.  
• Parents/Caregivers should note very carefully the conditions on Block Exam Permission Letters to ensure that 

students are following the process and routines of Block Exams. 
• Students will receive personalised letters and timetables at least 1 week prior to a Block Exam period 

commencing.
